95/Rte 128 north to Rte 2. Exit Rte 2 east to Rte 16. Left on
Rte 16 at traffic lights. Go to second set of traffic lights on Rte
16, take a right on Broadway (supermarket on far right corner).
Go 2 sets of lights, bear right on Holland Street (Rudys —
mexican restaurant on right) Go approximately 1/4 of a mile, the
MBTA Red Line T-Stop is on right. Please note: there is a
municipal parking lot on the right just before the T-Stop.
Take the T! We are located at the Davis Square stop on the Red
Line. We offer baggage-checking during the race.
